Economic and Workforce Development
In order to provide an enhanced quality of life for the residents of our region, our economic viability
depends on our ability to be competitive in the global economy.

This requires an employer base that places a premium on a high performance workplace and a
workforce that is well trained, motivated and prepared for the jobs of today and the future. Our region
will continue to actively promote initiatives and legislation that increase economic opportunity and
make effective, efficient and creative use of all economic and workforce investment resources.

Education and Technology

Through a partnership with business, education and government, this committee works to ensure that
the appropriate facilities and programs are in place to meet the challenges of the 21st century. It
addresses the issues facing the new digital economy and supports the expansion of the South Jersey
Technology Park at Rowan University.
